Open mySewnet Embroidery. Choose
Blank Canvas.

The hoop selection pop-up will appear.
This will give you a selection of choices
for your work area.

Under hoop Group, you will set the brand
and model of embroidery machine.

And in the hoop size, you will get a list of
available hoops for your machine.

You can choose if you want the
Orientation to be natural, vertical as it is
when you attach the hoop to your
machine or Rotated for a horizontal area.

You can also choose to set your own hoop
area under Enter Size. Maybe you want to
work with a larger area and split it later or
you cannot find the hoop you want listed.

Note that the Hoop Type area is grayed
out as soon as you check the box for
Enter Slze, so this needs to be unchecked
to go back and choose a hoop.

In the Hoop Selection pop-up choose
240mm x 150mm Hoop. Orientation
Rotated. Click OK

Square - You can drag the corners to

scale the design. To make sure it stays
proportional make sure to hold down the
Shift key

Triangles - This is to mirror the design
horizontally and vertically.

Round - This is to rotate the design to any
angle.

Move the design to the right side of the
hoop. Use the round handle to rotate the
design clockwise

Use Duplicate in the top menu to make a BuwldRSES09DCd0-
second copy of the design. (Or right click

on the design and choose Duplicate Home  Create  Encore  Letter
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Mirror the design Horizontally by clicking
the Triangle on the side. Rotate the design
to match the other one. Use the Grid to
place the designs mirrored to each other.

Click on File and Insert to add another
design. We used a letter.
